• The axis of monsoon trough runs through Rajasthan, Punjab, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Sub-
Himalayan West Bengal and thence north-eastwards to Assam across northern part of Bangladesh. 
One of its associated troughs extends to Northeast Bay. Monsoon is fairly active over Bangladesh 
and moderate elsewhere over North Bay. 

• Moderate (10-22 mm) rain/thundershower may occur at most places over Sylhet, Barisal, Chittagong 
and Rangpur divisions and many places elsewhere over the country with a chance of isolated heavy 
(44-88 mm) falls at places with temporary gusty wind at coastal and Northern regions during this 
period.  

• Slight rise in day and night temperature is expected over the country during the first half of this 
period and slight fall in day and night temperature are expected over the country during the second 
half of this period. 

• Weather condition of this week may be favourable for transplantation of T. Amon crops.

Maximum rainfall 260 mm was recorded at Sandwip in Chittagong division, which was 63% above normal and minimum 
rainfall 11 mm was recorded at Srimongal in Sylhet division which was 85% below normal. 
Highest maximum temperature was recorded in Dhaka Division 28.8-34.40C Chittagong Division 26.6-34.00C, Sylhet 
Division 26.2-35.20C, Rajshahi Division 29.4-35.10C, Rangpur Division 28.8-34.20C Khulna Division 31.0-34.80C and Barisal 
Division 29.2-33.30C. 
Extreme maximum temperature was recorded at Faridpur in Dhaka Division 34.40C at Feni in Chittagong Division 34.00C, 
at Srimingal in Sylhet Division 35.20C, at Rajshahi in Rajshahi Division 35.10C at Rangpur &Dinajpur in Rangpur Division 
34.20C at Khulna in Khulna Division 34.80C and at Barisal in Barisal Division 33.30C.
