• Light (4mm-10mm) to moderate (10mm-22mm) rain/Thunder showers accompanied by 

Temporary gusty/Squally wind Speed 45-60 kph or more may occur at most places over Sylhet 

divisions many places over Rangpur, Chittagong and Dhaka Divisions and few places over 

Rajshahi, Barisal and Khulna divisions with a chance of isolated moderately heavy to heavy falls 

at places over North-Eastern part and catchment area of Asam and Meghlaya region during this 

period.  

• Flash flood may occur over the north eastern part of the country during this period. 

• Farmers of the North eastern part of the country are requested to take necessary action in 

accordance with the advice of the local agriculture officer to save his crop from flash flood. 

• Day and night temperature may remain nearly unchanged and mild to moderate heat wave is 

sweeping over south western part of the country and it may continue during this period.
