1. PROGRESS OF RAINY SEASON

On average, the surface position of the ITD (imaginary boundary separating warm and moist winds from dry northerly winds over West Africa) for this dekad has been fluctuating over central and southern Mauritania, sloping over central Mali and onto central Niger. Compared to the last dekad, the ITD has moved southward by 1 to 2 degrees from its position (northern Mauritania) in the previous dekad, thus signaling the beginning of reduced rainfall events a progressive end to rainy season. 

To the north of the ITD the weather remained mostly stable except for occurrence of occasional scattered light rain over Western Sahara and southern Algeria. Dust haze was observed over Mauritania and  Algeria. 

Conversely, to the south of the ITD, scattered convective cloud development resulting to rain and thunderstorms prevailed over the Gulf of Guinea States, Burkina Faso, Mali and the Senegambia region. A few of these storms were relatively heavy.

The pressure configuration between the north and southern hemispheres over the West African region still favoured inflow of moisture laden winds that cause rainfall and thunderstorms in some places. 

1.1 WEATHER SUMMARY FOR THE GAMBIA

Warm and partly to variable cloudiness affected the country during most part of the dekad. However two occurrences of widespread thunderstorms accompanied by strong winds swept across the country during the second half of the dekad. 

1.2 RAINFALL OUTLOOK FOR OCTOBER 01 – 10, 2013

Generally warm and variable cloudiness with isolated thundery activities are expected.
2. RAINFALL SITUATION

Rainfall was recorded during this dekad across the country, but with lesser intensity and frequency compared to the previous dekads. Most of the rainfall recorded was in the mid of the dekad (26th, 27th) with daily down pours attending 24mm at Janjanbureh.  Dekadal totals varied from 2.8mm over Kaur to 42.7mm over Yundum (figure 1a), whilst the seasonal totals varied from the lowest of 658.9 mm over Kaur in the Eastern Third to 1441.2 mm over Sapu in the Middle Third (figure 1b).

As at September 30, the country average stood at 981.4mm, 10% below last year’s (1081.7m) and 26% above the long term mean (775.3 mm) of 1981 to 2010.

AGROMETEOROLOGICAL SITUATION

Average temperatures during this dekad varied between 28oC and 29oC across the country, whilst maximum temperatures varied between 34 and 38oC. This shows a remarkable increase in temperatures compared to the previous dekad as cloud coverage reduces. The minimum temperatures also rose slightly to a maximum of 24oC.  

Average maximum relative humidity (RH) stood at 98%, whist the minimum stood at 51%. This shows the air continued to be humid and combined with high temperatures the environment will be warm hence the need for cooling and refreshment. 

Wind speeds during the dekad were light, moderate and strong ranging from 11.2km/hr to 51.8km/hr across the country.  Sunshine duration varied between 7.1 to 7.9hrs across the country, thus a remarkable increase over the last dekad.

AGRICULTURAL SITUATION
5.1 Crops situation

Early millet has reached maturity in most areas and preparing for harvest. Groundnuts varied between flowering (late planted)/pegging/pod formation and maturity depending planting dates. Rice transplantation is also ongoing in the swamp fields, while upland rice is in grain formation/maturity.
